Dear Ms. Jones,

I am responding to your e-mail of September 23, requesting information about
PDE’s view on what constitutes “evidence that the child has been immunized in
accordance with the provisions of 1303(a) (of the Pennsylvania School Code) and has
received the health and medical services required for students of the child’s age or grade
level in Article XIV”.

The Pennsylvania Department of Education maintains the opinion that the parent
may provide one of the following 1) a form containing results of the physical as
conducted by the family’s private physician (using the form provided by the Pennsylvania
Department of Health for public schools to use for this purpose or any other form desired
by the family or physician), or 2) a letter from the medical practitioner indicating the
required health and medical services for the child’s.or children’s age and grade per 24
P.S. Article XIV have been completed (results of the medical exam are not required), or
3) a letter from the parent indicating religious objections to performance of the required
medical services per 24 P.S. §14-1419. Immunizations must be identified and date
received, or an exemption letter from the parent.

In response to your second question, PDE collects summary information on home
educated students only; total number of students enrolled in home education programs, by

age (as of September 1) and sex. We do not collect information by name or any other
identifiable data.
